
The Organ is scheduled for delivery on Febru-
ary 1, 2005. On January 23 and 30, the final 
preparations in the choir loft will take place. 
The installation of the organ will take about 
one month with several weeks after to tune 
and voice each one of the pipes. The installa-
tion will be fascinating. The pipes, case and 
keyboard will be shipped to us and unloaded. 

 

The pipes will be arranged in the nave in the order that they will be taken into the 
choir loft. That creates an exciting time for us because the first several weeks of 
installation the church will be unavailable due to the pipes being placed across 
the tops of the pews.  
 

After much prayer and discussion, we have decided to hold services in the Great 
Hall. Because so many members of the congregation have enjoyed the combined 
services we have done in the past, we will hold one major service per Sunday. 
We will offer our Sunday School classes at 9:30. The main service will begin at 
10:30 featuring the combined choirs.  
 

Ash Wednesday services will also take place in the Parish Hall. Our schedule 
will follow the usual times of 7:00 AM, 11:00 AM and 7:00 PM. For the past 
several years we have had about 400 people attend the evening service. This year 
we will have room for all in the Great Hall. 
 

We will use this schedule for all of Lent, that is from February 1 until March 20. 
We will return to the church during Holy Week, and then on Easter Sunday, for 
the first time, the organ will sound as we celebrate the Resurrection of our Lord. 
I think that we can really use a minor inconvenience as an exciting tool for spiri-
tual growth. 
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Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 9. 
Mass with the imposition of ashes will be of-
fered at 7:00 AM, 11:00 AM, and 7:00 PM. All 
services will take place in the Great Hall. 
 

Lent comes very early this year Lent is the season of intro-
spection and preparation for the celebration of Easter. It 
begins with Ash Wednesday and ends with the dawn of 
Easter Morning and the celebration of the Feast of the Res-
urrection. There are some interesting, and spiritually re-
warding customs surrounding Lent. 
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 � (also called “Fat Tuesday”) is 
not part of the Lenten observance but is often associated 
with the beginning of Lent. Lent is a season of fasting and 
in many countries, this time of fasting was preceded by a 
time of carnival.  
 
The Mardi Gras (French for ‘Fat Tuesday’) celebration of 
New Orleans is perhaps the most famous observance in 
this country. During the carnival, all of the food items that 
were to be given up during Lent were consumed Eggs, 
milk, and meat were the custom-
ary items. Out of this grew the 
English custom of making pan-
cakes and pastries for consump-
tion on the last evening before 
Ash Wednesday. Even today, the 
custom remains and often in the 
news, one will see ‘Pancake 
Races’  advertised in England and in some American Par-
ishes.
 

We will keep the custom on Tuesday, February 8. The 
Men’s club will furnish the pancakes, sausage, and juice. 
We start serving at 5:00 P.M. and end at 7:00 P.M. A sec-
ond characteristic of the day is the farewell to the word 
‘Alleluia’ . Alleluia is not used in the season of Lent, and 
therefore does not make its return until Easter. 
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 � is February 9 this year. It is 
one of the appointed days of fasting and obligation. Ob-
served in Rome from the 7th century on, Ash Wednesday is 
the beginning of Lent. The most characteristic custom of 
the day is the marking of the forehead with a cross made of 
ashes. The ashes are produced by burning the cross palms 
given out on Palm Sunday. The faithful should keep their 
crosses and bring them to the Church sometime after 
Epiphany.
 

The prayers used remind us of our absolute dependence 
upon God and of our need to confess our sins. The sen-
tence used is the quote from Genesis 3:19, “Remember 

that you are dust, 
and to dust you 
shall return.”  The 
ashes are a symbol 
of penitence in the 
Old Testament. 
JONAH 3:6 says, 
“When the news 
reached the king 
of Nineveh, he 
rose from his 
throne, removed 
his robe, covered 
himself with sack-
cloth, and sat in 
ashes.”  Mass with the imposition of Ashes will take 
place at 7:00 A.M., 11:00 A.M., and 7:00 P.M. 
 

� � � �� � � �� � � �� � � � is a time of fasting, meditation, and alms giving. 
In English, the word comes from an old English word 
that means ‘spring’  but this does not convey the impor-
tance of the season. In both the East and West, Lent has 

been observed as a forty 
day period of preparation 
for Easter since the 4th 
century. The length of 
forty days comes from 
our Lord’s example. Af-
ter his baptism, he fasted 
forty days in the wilder-
ness (Matt 4).

 

In the early church, it was a time of preparation for bap-
tism of suitable candidates. It was a time of increased 
instruction, fasting and prayer. As a time during which 
the faithful should give themselves to prayer and hearing 
the word of God with greater attention, Lent provides a 
means to prepare for the celebration of Easter. 
 

As stated, Lent was a time of increased instruction and 
prayer. Find the time to increase your study of Scripture 
and your times of prayer. Consider making use of one of 
the Bible studies. Consider forming a Bible study or 
prayer group with several of your friends. If you would 
like assistance, please contact one of the clergy. You also 
might make as part of your Lenten rule attendance at one 
of the weekday masses or the use of one of the daily of-
fices of Morning and Evening Prayer. 
 

Each of the customs of Lent are there to assist us to make 
a holy and spiritual preparation for the celebration of 
Easter. Use them to deepen you life of prayer, your sense 
of the presence of God, and you thanksgiving for his 
grace.

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The Presentation of our Lord Jesus Chr ist in the Temple: 2 February at 6pm 
“ …for my eyes have seen the salvation which you have made ready in the sight of the nations.”    

-Luke 2:30-31 
 

This feast concludes the great Christmas cycle of the Church.  At the presentation of our Lord in the 
Temple to Simeon we see not only the fulfillment and assumption of the Israelite sacrificial system 
into the Person of Jesus Christ; we see also a figure of what is done in our Eucharist and in our 
lives.  The Blessed Virgin is the new Abraham.  Christ is the Sacrificial Lamb: the return of love 
upon Abraham’s faith.  Now, however, God continues the deed and fully offers his Son upon the 
cross.  Christ is the Victim through whom we are redeemed and given the peace of God.  The eleva-
tion of Christ by Simeon in the Temple is what we do in the elevation of the Host and Precious 
Blood at the Eucharist.  The elevation of Christ by Simeon in the Temple is also what each of us 
struggles to accomplish in our lives, for it is in raising up Christ in our lives that those around us 
will say, “my eyes have see the salvation!”   This is a very important feast in the life of the Church.  
Please join us for mass at 6pm on Wednesday, February 2nd.  Come and pray that Christ may rise 
in your life: that you may partake of the salvation of the world. 
 
Saint Matthias the Apostle: 24 February at 6pm 
“ …and as the lot fell to Matthias, he was listed as one of the twelve apostles.”   -Acts 1:26 
 

After the treachery of Judas Iscariot, Peter spoke of the need to replace him with another person in 
order to maintain the band of ‘Twelve’ .  In the election of Matthias we see the necessity of apostolic 
ministry and order.  This is not a mere structure of organization or efficiency (certainly not effi-
ciency!); rather, apostolic differentiation in the ministry of the Church is something embedded in 
the teaching of Christ and in the heavenly city: “The city walls stood on twelve foundation stones, 
each one of which bore the name of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.”  Theirs is the stewardship of 
the witness of the resurrection—not merely of its historical reality but of the power of the resurrec-
tion—hence the need for continued apostolic visibility today.  The Church is ordered by this apos-
tolic charge, and there could not be a Church without it.  In the feast of Saint Matthias we celebrate 
the continued grace of apostolic ministry into our own day.  This is a day to pray for our faithful 
and embattled bishops as well as a day to pray for those bishops who have sadly strayed from the 
Faith.  Please join us for the Eucharist as we give thanks for Saint Matthias and pray for the Church.  
Please join us Thursday, February 24th at 6pm.  See you there!

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What is the point of it all?  How does my praying fit in with my worship?  How does my 

service and fellowship fit in with my prayer and worship?  Why bother with Christian community?  
How on earth does it all come together into a life that is seamlessly Christian? 
 The nature of growth in life is that we pick up things piece by piece and grow in patches 
here and there before we finally come to the point where we look upon our life as a whole.  Often 
we exist among fragments of faith and knowledge, hoping and listening for those graced bits of 
revelation, learning and experience that make us a more complete person.  This is the natural way 
we are gently guided by the Holy Spirit into the fullness of the life of God.   
 During Family Nights, beginning February 16th, I’ ll be leading a reading, study and discus-
sion group called Faith in Momentum.  We will read (chapter by chapter) a short book titled Faith 
in Momentum that was written by one of my lecturers at Mirfield who is now the Superior of the 
Community of the Resurrection.  It is simply one of the best books in the English-speaking world 
on what it means to be a Christian in community in the everyday world.  Hopefully during our time 
together, we will dare to take a broader glance at the Christian way and thereby see how what we do 
in the smallness of our everyday life fits in with the eternal mystery of the Church wherein, to quote 
the Athanasian Creed, our humanity is taken up “ into God.”   From the fragments and departments 
of our lives, we will try to rediscover a synthesis which is Christ Himself, the Body, the Church—a 
Body the still lives and moves and has being in our life together.  This is the Body in which we have 
faith in momentum. 
 Do consider joining us for this course on Wednesday nights during Family Night.  I will 
provide copies of whatever needs to be read, so you needn’ t worry about buying anything.  Just 
bring yourself, and be willing to listen, to be challenged and to share as we explore what it means to 
live our Christian life together.  If you have any questions, do call me, e-mail me or grab me when 
you see me.  I hope you will be able to join us.

The first 2 articles were 
about answered prayers 
regarding illnesses, and 
those prayers were an-
swered relatively quickly.  
There are times when God 
says “ Wait”  or He is 
working in the life of a 

person a little bit at a time.  Such is the case with this 
month’s special parishioner: Kelley Hebert. 
 

Kelley Hebert and her sister Kimber were raised in Peoria, 
Illinois. Her mother is Donna Aldrich, who was a single 
Mom during most of their childhood. Kelley started rebel-
ling as a high school freshman and moved out when she 
was just 17. She wanted to “make her own decisions” . 
Some of those decisions included moving in with her boy-
friend of 2 years, using drugs, and 4 years later getting 
pregnant.  
 

Not long after Kelley moved out Donna and Bill, newly 
married,  moved to Texas for business reasons. Donna was 
a praying Mom, who also believed in “Tough Love.”  She 
would not support Kelley financially because of her life 
choices. So for all intents and purposes, Kelley was on her 
own. 
 

Kelley found out the day before her 21st birthday that she 
was pregnant. From that day on, she kicked the drugs and 
cigarettes “cold turkey”  and decided that she did not want 
a child of hers to be raised in the lifestyle that she had cho-
sen. Looking back, she now sees God’s hands in the timing 
of her life. She had lived with her boyfriend for 4 years 
prior to getting pregnant, she had gotten older, smartened 
up and realized that Donna was not just being mean, she 
truly wanted the best for her. 
 

Having made up her mind that she wanted a better life for 
her child, Kelley called Donna and Bill in Texas, and 
asked to “come home”  to a place she’d never been. She 
was afraid she wouldn’ t be welcome, both because of her 
pregnancy and because of her chosen estrangement from 
her mother.  
 

“Of course,”  was their answer. So Kelley came to Arling-
ton, a pregnant, single young woman with a checkered 
background, and little faith in God. Her relationship with 
Donna was completely healed through the support and 
acceptance she received at home.  
 

At St. Peter & St. Paul she met the “Margarita Mommas”  – 
a group of young mothers who studied scripture, laughed 

and fellowshipped together. She found that these women 
accepted her without criticism, built up her self-esteem, 
and taught her about God’s love. She realized that God 
had been with her all along, and that her child, who was 
to be born on Bill’s birthday, was to be a gift, not a bur-
den. As she grew in size, so did her faith and love of God 
and for her church family at St P2.  
 

After 3 years, Bill was contemplating a job change to 
California. While he consulted with his new company, 
Donna stayed behind to sell the house; Kelley moved to 
be with her sister’s family in Illinois, as she knew she 
couldn’ t at that point support herself and Ileigha on her 
own. 
 

She got a part-time job at KB Toys through her sister, 
and within an hour of her hire, she was promoted to Sea-
sonal Assistant Manager. The following April she was 
hired as a fulltime Assistant Manager.  All this was now 
her path to a better life for herself and Ileigha.  
 

A promotion brought her back to TX, as the Assistant 
Manager of the Mesquite KB Store.  As much as she was 
excited to be back near her Mom & Bill and her nurtur-
ing, loving church family at St Peter and St Paul, her job 
soon proved to be a dead end.  Her District Manager was 
very demanding and was not at all understanding of the 
responsibilities of a single mother.  A sick day for 
Ileigha was frowned on, and Kelley never heard any 
words of encouragement or a “ job well-done”  from him.  
 

She tried to start back to Bible Studies and the Wednes-
day Night classes; but this too led to scheduling prob-
lems with her District Manager who wanted her on the 
job 24-7. In March of 2004 her store closed its doors. 
She was unemployed, but saw the hands of God again; as 
this time off gave her time to attend Cursillo and gave 
her the motivation to find a more family friendly job. 
Time off also gave her bone spur, which developed as 
she worked at KB, a time to heal. 
 

Information about a job opening came to her from 
Rhonda Henry, a member of our church who had been 
praying for Kelley for years. (Rhonda and Donna are in 
the same prayer group.) God had something new in store 
for her. Kelley went into the interview expecting to be 
hired for a job as a real estate listings coordinator. She 
was hired as office manager; a job she loves and feels is 
another gift from God, as she works in a loving, affirm-
ing Christian environment. 
 

Kelley and Ileigha are both very active members of St 
Peter and St Paul, and both feel that God led them home. 
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Reaching out to the unemployed and providing assistance. 
 

Have you heard about the success of our church members who have attended NWWG 
and found their job? It’s true, now 8 members have found work and more to follow. 
(not a bad record considering starting NWWG in Oct 2004) 
 

Do you need a job? Do you have responsibilities to meet? Do you have anyone de-
pending on you for income? If you are unemployed, finding that nobody has returned 
your calls, not replied to your resume or e-mail then you need NWWG. 
 

Seeking employment in this day and time is tougher than you can imagine, just ask the unemployed. If you think hav-
ing a resume and a job lead is enough, then you don’ t have all that you need to get that job. Methods of job seeking 
have taken a different approach in this era.  Find out how to use networking, the Internet, and the latest job seeking 
techniques at NWWG. 
 

NWWG cannot guarantee that you will get a job, but NWWG gives you guidance that works. IT’S A LOT OF EF-
FORT AND WORK TO FIND A JOB! But you need to follow the guidance if it is to work for you.
